4. Students must begin cognate requirements in the freshman year else they cannot complete in four years (due to scheduling and prerequisites). If a student needs prerequisites before beginning the cognate requirements, then summer courses may be required to move into the proper scheduling cycle for completion in four years.

5. Graduates must meet residency requirements. The current catalog residency requirements are: 36 of the last 46 hours must be earned while attending CSU. Of these, at least 12 must be 300-400 level courses.

6. Degree checks by Registrar: Should do at 61and 91 earned credit hours. Mandatory in the next-to-last semester.
